NOTIFICATION REGARDING THE FEES AND PRINCIPLES TO BE IMPLEMENTED WİTHIN THE SCOPE OF THE REGULATION ON TAKING WASTE FROM THE SHIPS AND WASTE CONTROL
(NOTIFICATION NO: 2009/3)
 
Scope, Legal basis
ARTICLE 1 – (1) The scope of this Notification, which became effective as a result of its publication in the Official Gazette dated 26/12/2004 and no. 25682, covers the fee tariff and the implementation of the principles of the tariff in accordance with Article 26 of the regulation on taking waste from the ships and waste control. 

Fee tariff

ARTICLE 2 – (1) The fees which shall be demanded in accordance with Bylaw for Collecting Waste from Vessels and Waste Control have been prepared with the participation of relevant parties and are presented in table no. Anne-1.

Principles for Tariff implementation
 

ARTICLE 3 – (1) The implementation of fee tariff is executed within the framework of principles indicated in Annex-2. 
Annulled notification

ARTICLE 4 – “Communiques issued about the fares and terms of fares that will be aplicable for the reception of wastes from ships and waste control regulation (No:2006/2)
” which was published in the Official Gazette dated (1) 9/9/2006 and no. 26284 has been annulled. 

Validity

ARTICLE 5 – (1) This Notification shall become effective on 1/1/2010.


Execution 

ARTICLE 6 – (1) The conditions of this Notification shall be executed jointly by the Minister of Environment and Forestry and the Minister of Transport.

ANNEX–2
PROVISIONS WHICH MUST BE TAKEN INTO CONSIDERATION IN THE IMPLEMENTATION OF THE FEE TARIFF

1 – Vessels which are entering the ports of our country and transit vessels which want to submit waste in territorial waters are obliged to the make a declaration in accordance with Ministry of Environment and Forestry Directive no. 2006/6 for Declaration of Vessel Waste and Communications.


2 – All vessels make necessary contributions in order to ensure the sustainability of services provided by port waste intake facilities. For this purpose payment of the fixed fee percentage indicated in the first part of Annex-1 is mandatory.

3 – Vessels which pay the fixed fees may submit types and amounts of waste indicated in the first part of Annex-1 without charge. Fees charged per m3 for waste submitted outside the scope of indicated waste types and amounts are indicated in the second part of Annex-1. 

4 – Non-commercial service vessels belonging to the State, yachts and boats with a maximum passenger capacity of 12, vessels carrying passengers on scheduled carriers inside the port area and vessels working on cabotage lines do not pay fixed fees. Transit vessels requesting waste collection are charged the Fixed Fee price irrespective of the types and amounts of waste; after this fee has been charged, the vessel is charged per m3 in accordance with type and amount of submitted waste. 

5 – Tankers up to 150 gross tons and other vessels under 400 gross tons working the cabotage line are granted a 25% discount for the m3 fee indicated in the second part of Annex-1, non-commercial service vessels belonging to the State, yachts and boats with a maximum passenger capacity of 12, vessels carrying passengers on scheduled carriers inside the port area are granted a 50% discount per m3  for the fees indicated in the second part of Annex-1 depending on the type of waste. 

6 – A vessel which arrives at the ports of our country and after paying the fixed fee, requests to move to another port to submit waste, is not charged with the Fixed Fee Tariff indicated in the first part of Annex-1. The waste submitted by such vessels is charged by the m3 rate indicated in the second part of Annex-1. This procedure is also applied if the vessel wants to submit waste again before leaving port. 

7 – Vessels which depart from the ports of our country for ports abroad and return to our country’s ports within 48 hours are not charged with the fixed fee. These vessels pay the price per m3 which is indicated in the second part of Annex-1 according to type of waste. 

8 – If the waste is taken in the offshore, a 30% increase for the fees of waste other than slop and dirty ballast is charged. The offshore intake fee for slop and dirty ballast is 5 €/m3.


9 – Offshore waste intake tariffs are not applied to vessels which have berthed at port or a platform and vessels which due to technical reasons are unable to approach the port or platform and require the services of a waste intake vessel. 

10 – Working time is between Monday – Saturday between 08:00 - 17:00 hours.

11 – Tariffs outside working time, during weekends and official holidays are increased by 25%. 

12 – In case overtime is incurred during waste intake services through the fault of waste providing vessel or port authority, the faulty party pays the other party an additional 40 € for each hour of overtime. There are no time restrictions in waste intake services provided in the offshore.

13 – All the fees indicated in this tariff are maximum limits, no other fees under any name may be charged in addition to the tariff. With the exception of the fixed fee, a maximum discount of 40% may be applied to the other fees mentioned in this tariff.

14 – The intake of solid sludge which remains within the scope of MARPOL Annex-1 and is not listed in the fee tariff and the intake of MARPOL Annex-II shall be determined by the relevant parties. In case of disputes, the fee determined by relevant Governor’s Office shall be implemented. 

15 – Waste intake service fee is deposited/collected through a bank.


16 – Ports which hold exemption certificates and do not intake waste collect the fixed fee and transfer it to a contracted port.

17 – Ports cannot charge vessels or other vehicles providing waste intake services under any pretext.
